Living in 
Mexico as a child, as well as Hyde Park, she 
has built on her international and intellectual 
foundations—and a special passion for librar-
ies—to enable freedom of inquiry globally. 

“Growing up in a professor’s family in Hyde 
Park, I took so much for granted: friends from 
many countries, awareness of social issues,

on censorship issues and speaking with 
librarians, writers, journalists, government 
officials and ordinary people of all ages  
about information on a global scale. 

Having seen her father, the renowned 
Chicago anthropologist Sol Tax, bring 
together a global community of researchers to 
help solve social problems, Marianna says she 
was inspired to do the same thing with 
librarians. During the Cold War, she formed 
panels and pre-conferences with colleagues 
from around the globe at the International 
Congress of Soviet, Slavic, and East European 
Studies (ICSSEES). As the Cold War ended, 
she expanded her work to promote openness 
between former-Soviet librarians and those in 
the West, receiving the Pushkin Gold Medal 
in the Russian president’s Commission on 
Culture in 2000 for her work.

For her contributions to improved 
library services in more than 70 countries, 
for promoting new technology and freedom 
of information, and for exceptional service  
to promote Russian culture and cultural and 
education exchange between Russia and 
other countries, Marianna recently won a 
Public Service Award from the University  
of Chicago Alumni Association.
